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                               Campus Tree Trail


We have modified the MUDES system to accommodate a “Tree Trail” on each of our three campuses.  We each chose families and key species which are represented on our campuses.  These trees were left in the database with all others being deleted.  We modified the characters to have the first mark be the choice of trails.  Each trail represents the three campuses.  After selecting a specific trail, the other families are removed from the species list.  We have also modified the system to include a “fun fact” that will appear when certain species are keyed out correctly.  The various trees will be tagged on campus throughout the trail in order to aid the students.  


We will have the “Tree Trail” project be ongoing throughout a unit on plants.  This unit will have an emphasis on plant structures and functions.  It will also highlight some important factors about families in the area.  The goal of the “Tree Trail” project is to help students become more familiar with plant structures, to have a better understanding of classification systems and also to have a working knowledge of the dominant families on the campus.
