Tree numbers begin with #60 as the first tree closest to SE corner of Streetl and increase sequentialy
in the direction of the arrows. When you move to the next block west in your assigned block strip,
continue the numbering beginning at the SE corner of the former Street3.

L ocation specification = StreetNameDirection

So for tree #60 the location would be Street1W, then when you move to Street2 it would be Street2S,
then Street3E, then Street4N.

Note that when you finish a block and move west dong your assgned block srip, Street3 will now be
designated W and the next street up to the west will be designated E. Streets 2 and 4 will dwaysretain
the Sand N designation dong your assgned block strip.

If you encounter abush or shrub in the tree lawn, just record its location on the map as “bush” or
“shrub”

STOP when you have recorded 50 tota trees. If you should run out of blocks before you reach 50



trees, let me know, and | will assign additiond blocks to you.
Percentage grading will be on the basis of 5 points for each tree.
