· “… lead a national campaign to achieve energy security for America.”

· Lexington Project-

· Expand use of the U.S. domestic oil supply and lift federal restrictions on domestic oil exploration in the United States

· Opposes wind fall tax
· Strong supporter of nuclear energy- Suggested storage of nuclear waste in Yucca Mountain, Nevada
· Palin supports drilling in Alaska, stating that there are many misconceptions, such as the drilling only occurs in a small area and no wildlife would be harmed

Obama and Biden

· The energy crisis is the “single most consequential problem we can solve.”

· “New Energy for America” Plan-

· Imposes a wind fall tax and use proceeds $1,000 tax rebate for married couples and $500 for individual
· Considers nuclear energy, if it is made more cost-efficient and the waste is stored

· Supports solar energy, wind energy, and coal mining

· Opposes drilling for oil in the ANWR, Arctic National Wildlife Refuge
