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Ten Important Facts

- The carbon footprint is the measurement of each individual person’s contribution of this gas that goes in to the air as individuals go through their every day life
- The atmosphere contains about 750 billion tons of carbon, while 1020 billion tons are dissolved in the surface layers of the worlds’ oceans
- About 33% of US carbon dioxide emissions levels comes from the burning of gasoline in internal-combustion engines in cars and light trucks
- The primary footprint is a measure of our direct emissions of carbon dioxide from the burning of fossil fuels including domestic energy consumption and transportation    
- The secondary footprint is a measure of the indirect carbon dioxide emissions from the whole lifecycle of products we use – those associated with their manufacture and eventual breakdown
- On average, every American is responsible for about 22 tons of carbon dioxide emissions every year 
- Many people do not realize that electricity production is one of the biggest sources of carbon emissions.
 - The average residential utility usage is about 1,000 kilowatt hours
- Efficiency is the easiest and least expensive way to reduce your carbon footprint
- Moving a thermostat down two degrees in winter and up two degrees in summer will save 2,000 pounds of carbon dioxide and $98 a year
