Facts
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The most common modes of transportation are automobiles, aircraft carriers, boats, construction, pipelines and railways

· There are 239 million vehicles in the United States today

· Gasoline and Diesel make up 86% of all the energy used for transportation

· LED lights or Light Emitting Diodes that can be used in traffic lights can cut energy use by 80-90%

· A major problem with alternative energy sources such as self sufficient sailboats that run on hydrogen from water, are that they are very expensive ranging from $300,000-550,000

· The most popular fuel for cars currently is ethanol E85 and E10

· The Air force spends about 6 billion per year (about 80% of their budget) on trying to develop newer and greener technology
