Group 17: What can you do at Miami? How much would it cost/save me?
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1. Don’t forget to turn off the lights before you leave a room or even in a room where you notice they are and no one is inside of it. 

2. If you’re in a dorm, make sure you recycle old papers, empty soda cans, cardboard boxes, etc.  It’s just a short walk down the hall and it can make a huge difference.

3. Students who live OFF campus can allocate a large empty trashcan and make it into their own recycling bin.  There are multiple places around campus where you can drop it off later.

6. Other colleges are decreasing the temperature and timers on their heaters; they are also using local natural energy farms as their energy sources.  And some colleges are even putting grass on the roofs of their buildings as a natural insulator.

7. 34% of schools management and operations budget is spent on energy and utilities.  

8. Miami is the three-time winner of the RecycleMania Competition.  

9. Always cool hot foods before putting them into your refrigerator so that your refrigerator uses less energy to keep it cold. Also keep your freezer full for greatest efficiency.

10.  Since 2003, as a university Miami has prevented over 25,841,574 tons of green house gases (and counting)!!!
