Hydrogen Fuel Cells

1.  Operates by converting Hydrogen and Oxygen into water and generating electricity     through the movement of the hydrogen through the fuel cell.

2.
The first fuel cell was created in 1839 by Sir William Robert Grove, produced electricity but incredibly inefficient.

3.
First vehicle powered by a fuel cell was a tractor in 1959.

4.
Ignoring the processes used to generate pure hydrogen, the actual fuel cell itself is Carbon Neutral with water as its only bi-product.

5.
The Hydrogen Fuel Cell has possible implications in many other areas of transportation, including planes and mass transit.
6.
Some current problems that need to be overcome our safe and secure storage of the hydrogen in the cars in the event of a crash and the creation of a hydrogen fueling infrastructure.

7.
The start-up costs are too high at the moment for hydrogen to be a commercially appealing venture so government support is needed.

8.
A new manner of obtaining hydrogen that does not involve fossil fuels needs to be developed for it to be a truly viable alternative.
