Question #12 fact sheet:
Problems with wind energy:

It kills birds- A loss of 1,000’s of bird deaths per year continues at Altamont Wind Farm

It costs higher than other sources- Fossil fuels


Requires large open spaces, can be very loud

Problems with solar energy:

Very expensive


Inefficient


Can be useless in clouds or pollution


Unable to be used at night

Problems with nuclear energy:


Dangerous- nuclear reactors can melt-down and have a treat of terrorist attacks


Nuclear waste has no long term disposal solution
Problems with biofuels:

Uses up food stocks- In the United States bio fuels accounted for thirty-one percent of the corn harvest
Destructive to soil- growing corn or just one crop on the same field year after year will destroy the soil

Drives up world food prices- A 2008 World Bank report stated that the cultivation of crops as bio fuels has driven up the world food prices 75 percent, contributing to world hunger
The amount of corn needed to produce one full tank of pure 100 percent ethanol is enough corn to feed one person for an entire year
Professor Tad W. Patzek, of the University California Berkeley concluded in a study last year that the production of ethanol actually requires 29 percent more energy to make than it produces
Considering that crops grown for ethanol production would have to cover 75 percent of all cultivated land in order to replace oil completely
