    In the summer months, the ocean is getting to twenty-seven degrees Celsius or higher which increases the odds of having major storm.
   When water is heated, it expands. Increased temperatures are causing the sea levels to rise, which then causes polar ice caps to melt faster-leading to an even greater increase in sea level.
